We are opening more missions in different parts and in towns and
mountains of the state.

In the month of February, I give you the news of us sending to the mission field our
Brother Neftali and his wife Rosa. A young couple with their children, Isaac, Elizabeth and
Areli, that departed to the National Republic of Haiti to do the work of God.
